
Nesters Need to Know . . .
•	 The maintenance fee billing that owners will receive in November is due January 1.  
Accounts will be considered delinquent after February 15, 2011 and will be turned 
over to collections by April 1.  To avoid the additional expense of lock-out and late fees 
after February 15 and substantial attorney’s fees after April 1, be sure to be timely with 
your payment by January 1.

•	 Model unit 107 is available for viewing renovations on Fridays between 10 a.m. and 3 
p.m., when there are no stay-over guests in the unit.  You may want to check with the 
front desk, as there may be weeks when the unit is vacant and available for viewing 
mid-week.

•	 Effective February, 2011, we no longer have 
access to Charter Club (off site) parking. We 
recommend that you prepare your family and 
friends for this change by making clear plans 
to coordinate alternate transportation, such 
as taxis and car-pooling, when you’re visiting 
EN. Aside from the one parking pass per 
unit that’s issued at check-in, there will be a 
limited number of 2nd passes (not to exceed 
20) available on a first come/first served basis. 
The weeks most affected by additional guest 
cars are weeks 24 through 32, with week 28 
topping out at 64 guest cars. Owners who are 
staying in a 2-bedroom unit which sleeps only 6 should be able to coordinate travel of 
their 6 occupants in no more than 2 cars. Summer guests, however, are not all abiding 
by the fire code occupancy limits. This not only overcrowds rooms but, also, resort 
amenities. Over the past few years, we have identified repeat-offenders during weeks 
24 through 32 and, on at least one occasion, have had the police involved in removal 
of excessive occupants. Please act with respect for your property and fellow owners by 
complying with our occupancy and parking limits. If your family has grown, you may 
want to speak with Tom or Suzanne Schwartzburg to purchase an additional unit -- or 
our front desk can arrange additional rental rooms.

•	 After extensive research and receipt of a competitive bid, the Board of  Directors moved 
to continue property and liability insurance with Hilton Grand Vacations. It was 
determined that, with Hilton, we are receiving the most comprehensive coverage at the 
best possible rate.  In fact, this year, we benefit from a significant reduction of nearly
